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Living in a Globalized World: Inclusions, Exclusions and Seclusions

Processes of globalization have at one and the same time reshaped and re-ordered the territorial and discursive borders between and within nation states. These processes—whether economic, cultural or political—have challenged and reconfigured conventional understandings of categories of inclusion, exclusion and difference that mark populations and raise questions about citizenship, nation and other social identifications. Moreover, globalization has also fostered a series of responses, most notably neo-liberal, nationalist and religious, that have resulted in the erosion of citizenship for diversely situated women, and have often imposed renewed patriarchal constraints, for example on women's body rights and women’s presence in the public sphere. These shifts have implications for the security and participation of women and girls both within individual nations and globally. Furthermore, while nation states produce citizens who are gendered, racialized and classed, these processes of identity construction are shaped by unequal histories and the asymmetrical positioning of nations within a global system. In this context, women situate themselves or are situated by others in a world characterized by shifting boundaries that render individuals and communities inside and outside of domains of meaning, power and privilege. Notably this frequent reordering of borderlines is further complicated by high rates of mobility. The resultant changes in social location, inclusions, exclusions and seclusions engender renegotiations of gender roles, identities and relationships within the constraints of inequality and global hierarchies. Women’s bodies, which often serve as markers of potentially contested ethnic and national borders, are potent sites of disciplinary power—targeted for instance by state policies and/or organized for insertion into the machinery of global capitalism—and/or embodied and expressed through health outcomes. Women, however, are not passive recipients of disciplinary power and are capable of resistance and agency—as evidenced by their personal strengths and by collective action. Women’s local, regional, national and transnational organizations play an important role in helping women survive and flourish in a globalized world. 
In conclusion, this conference explores issues of identity, citizenship and power by inviting papers that address the new global context in which women negotiate and elaborate social justice, equality and new kinds of difference.
